Obstacles services for transitional students with special needs from the
point of view of teachers and proposed solutions to overcome them
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Abstract :

This study aims to identify obstacles to the implementation of
transitional services from the teachers' point of view for students with
hearing disabilities and those with mental disabilities and the proposed
solutions to overcome them. The sample of the study consisted of (75)
teachers, and in order to achieve the goal of the study, the researcher used a
questionnaire to determine the obstacles facing students with special needs
from the deaf and those with mental disabilities who are able to learn in the
preparatory stage and how to face those obstacles. The descriptive and
analytical approach was followed in the study, and the study reached many
results, as the obstacles related to the external community came from the
first obstacles that hinder the application of transitional services for students
with special needs in the preparatory stage from the point of view of their
teachers, then the family obstacles, then the psychological and emotional
obstacles. The obstacles were of a high level of significance, then the school
obstacles, while the obstacles to vocational training came in the last place,
with a mathematical average of (3.45) and the arithmetic mean of the
obstacles as a whole (3.51). The special needs of their teachers are attributed
to the variable of experience and the training programs that have been
attended, Some proposed solutions have also been reached to overcome the
obstacles that face students with special needs, including the deaf and
mentally handicapped, who are able to learn in middle school from the
teachers' point of view.
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
