Abstract: 

 The current research aims to Recognition of Factor analysis to 

positive thinking scale to mentally gifted primary school students with 

learning difficulties (fifth-sixth grade) from Sodded Primary School affiliated 

with the Menouf Educational Administration in the academic year 2022-2023 

AD. The research sample consisted of (60) students, and the research tools 

consisted of: From the positive thinking scale (prepared by the researcher). 

The researcher conducted a confirmatory factor analysis for a measure of 

positive thinking skills for mentally gifted students with learning difficulties 

by analyzing the principal components using the Hoteling method on the 

aforementioned exploratory sample before rotating, then rotating the axes 

using the Varimax method. The results of the factor analysis resulted in the 

presence of four latent root factors greater than The correct one, and 

statistically significant on the Kaiser test The research found: the existence of 

a positive correlation between the scores of the scale’s expressions and its 

dimension, and the existence of a positive correlation between the score of 

each dimension and the total score of the scale.
